	Description of content: SENASA Resolution No. 82/13, published in the Official Journal of the Republic of Argentina of 4 March 2013, bans foot‑and‑mouth (FMD) disease vaccination in the North Patagonia A area.
Annex I of SENASA Resolution No. 181 of 26 March 2010 amending Annex I of SENASA Resolution No. 385 of 21 May 2008, which establishes the jurisdictions in which the various current vaccination strategies are applied, is to be replaced.

The use, possession and handling of the FMD vaccine are banned throughout the FMD‑free without vaccination area. Where justified by exceptional circumstances, the use of the vaccine must be expressly authorized by SENASA.

Articles 4 and 5 of SENASA Resolution No. 725 of 15 November 2005 are to be replaced by the wording below:

 ARTICLE 4 ‑ Live animals susceptible to foot‑and‑mouth disease from regions with foot‑and‑mouth disease vaccination shall be prohibited from entering the areas of South Patagonia, North Patagonia B and North Patagonia A.
 ARTICLE 5 ‑ The requirements and conditions governing the entry into the areas of South Patagonia, North Patagonia B and North Patagonia A of animals susceptible to foot‑and‑mouth disease and other diseases from countries or areas officially recognized by the World Organisation for Animal Health (OIE) as free of foot‑and‑mouth disease without vaccination, and the requirements governing movement within and between these areas, are established in Annexes III, IV, V and VI, which form an integral part of this Resolution.
