Avian influenza is a highly contagious viral disease that affects various species of food-producing birds (chickens, turkeys, quails, guinea fowl, etc.), as well as pet birds and wild birds.
Both highly pathogenic and low pathogenicity avian influenza pose a risk to Ecuador's health status, since they are diseases considered exotic to the country and to the Andean Community.
