	Description of content: The proposed amendments seek to:

1. Processing Criteria of Livestock Products

· Bottled & Canned Livestock Products: amend the processing criteria so as to sterilize acid food exceeding pH 4.6 and to pasteurize low-acid food below pH 4.6.

· Retort Livestock Products: amend the processing criteria so that the Retort Livestock Products below pH4.6 could be pasteurized and the Retort Livestock Products exceeding pH4.6 should be sterilized.
2. Ingredient Specification for Livestock

· Bottled & Canned Livestock Products: the ingredient specifications of the degree of vacuum rate (cmHg) and the limits of lead (under 0.3g/Kg) are deleted.

· Bottled & Canned Livestock Products and Retort Livestock Products: amend that the products, not only sterilized ones, to be tested for bacterial growth should be negative.

3. Standards for Storage and Distribution

· Add the provisory clause that stipulates the situation where re-freezing of the defrosted products can be permitted.

· The frozen livestock products which were once defrosted should not be frozen again except when it is needed for removal of bones or cutting of the meat, provided that the re-freezing process should be done promptly.
