1. Establish the standard for the Campylobacter coli in ready-to-eat;

2. Revise microbiology Salmonella standard in food including the sampling plan for microbiological criteria to harmonize with international standard:

· Cream breads: n=5, c=0, m=0/10g

· Cocoa products or Chocolates, Pasteurized processed meat and egg products, Processed peanut and nut products, Ready-to-eat foods: n=5, c=0, m=0/25g

3. Revise the lead and cadmium standard for perennial ginseng, balloon flower and Codonopsis lanceolata among perennial root vegetables as follows:

· Lead: 2.0 mg/kg, Cadmium: 0.2 mg/kg 

4. Establish new standard for lead in infant formula (0.01 mg/kg);

5. Specify the maximum residue limit on amitraz (insecticide, unit: mg/kg):

· Cattle (muscle: 0.05, liver: 0.2, kidney: 0.2, fat: 0.2)
