	Description of content:  This draft Commission Regulation proposes to include in the entries 28 to 30 of Annex XVII to Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 the substances listed hereafter, in order to restrict their placing on the market or use as substances, constituents of other substances or in mixtures for supply to the general public and to impose labelling requirements "restricted to professional users" as they have been the subject of new classification as carcinogenic or mutagenic or toxic to reproduction 1A or 1B, following the adoption of Regulations (EU) No 618/2012 and the anticipated adoption of the 5th amendment of the CLP Regulation (notified to TBT under reference G/TBT/N/EU/87).

The substances are the following: indium phosphide; trixylyl phosphate; 4-tert-butylbenzoic; hydrogen treated naphtha; pitch, coal tar, high-temp.; epoxiconazole; nitrobenzene; dihexyl phthalate; N-ethyl-2-pyrrolidone; gallium arsenide; ammoniumpentadecafluorooctanoate; perfuluorooctanoic acid and 2-ethylhexyl 10-ethyl-4,4-dioctyl-7-oxo-8-oxa-3,5-dithia-4-stannatetradecanoate.
