	Description of content:  The Canadian Food Inspection Agency is proposing to draw together federal food inspection regulations in Canada into one overarching system. This discussion document sets out proposed elements of a broad framework for new federal food inspection regulations.  The CFIA is proposing to replace thirteen separate federal food inspection regulations with one single set of regulations that includes: 

a)
horizontal provisions applying to all food imported and prepared for trade inter-provincially (e.g. licensing, preventative controls, outcome-based requirements, traceability, record-keeping, review and redress mechanisms);
b)
commodity-specific safety requirements (e.g. fresh fruit and vegetable), commodity-specific trade and consumer protection provisions (e.g. labelling, standards of identify); and 

c)
complementary regulations regarding disclosure of information and administrative monetary penalties.

Responses received as a result of this consultation will be considered in drafting the regulations. There will be a second opportunity to submit comments following the release of a Notice of Regulatory Intent, anticipated for Spring 2014.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  To strengthen food safety rules, a new regulatory regime is being created.  The intent is that regulation made under three CFIA inspection statues (the Canada Agriculture Products Act, the Fish Inspection Act, and the Meat Inspection Act) will be consolidated into proposed regulations under the new Safe Food for Canadians Act (SFCA). These regulations will also represent an important step in the implementation of CFIA's Improved Food Inspection Model (previously notified as G/TBT/N/CAN/365/Rev.1/Add.2) 

This consultation paper sets out the elements of a proposed regulatory framework and makes the first consultation step in the regulatory transformation process. It highlights particular proposals and introduces new approaches in order to stimulate debate, generate ideas, and provide a starting point for discussions.
