	Description of content:  The draft regulation states that replacement part of brake lining that are sold or supplied in Malaysia must conform to the prescribed safety standards and comply with the marking requirements. The safety standards prescribed under this regulation are:

Malaysian Standard MS 1164:2005 - Road Vehicles - Replacement Brake Lining Assemblies and Drum Brake Linings for Power-Driven Vehicles - Specification (First Revision) or; 
-
United Nation Economic Commission for Eruope UNECE Regulation 90 - Uniform provisions concerning the approval of replacement brake lining assemblies, drum brake linings and discs and drums for power-driven vehicles and their trailers. 
For the purpose of this order, the revised safety standards shall be applicable only to the new batch of replacement part of brake lining manufactured after the revision.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  Based on the findings of crash investigations conducted by the Malaysian Institute of Road Safety Research (MIROS), mechanical defects involving brake (e.g. overheating, leakage of brake fluid, capacity of compressor and others) was recorded as one of the highest crash causation factors which contribute to 15% of overall high fatality cases. The most significant wear and tear product in a brake system is the replacement part of brake lining. Therefore, this measure is in place to protect the safety of consumers against risk or danger associated to the supply of unsafe and defective replacement part of brake lining in Malaysia and to decrease the occurrence of accidents.
