The type approval of railway vehicles constituents will be conditionally exempted when the vehicles or the constituents are not used for railway operation in Korea but for tests, research, and development and export purposes. In addition, approval of a manufacturer will be exempted for specific railway vehicles used for maintenance, restoration of accidents and breakdowns, and when international treaties or agreements have been signed.

An independent railway safety certification center tasked with specialized functions in such areas as follows will be established and operated:

Approval of types and manufacturers of railway vehicles and constituents; 

2.
Product verification of railway vehicles; 

3.
Approval of a safety management system including railway operators; 

4.
Specialized tests and inspection including comprehensive pilot operations; and 

5.
Revision of technical regulations and government notices (guidelines)

The functions assigned to the railway safety certification centre will be entrusted to the Korea Transportation Safety Authority (approval examination on safety management systems, review of results of the comprehensive pilot operations) and Korea Railroad Research Institute (approval of types and manufacturers of railway vehicles and constituents, product verification of railway vehicles).
