In order to carry out the Agriculture Machinery Examination, manufacturers must 
submit photos of machinery and a copy of certificate of automobile emission control. 
If the product malfunctions or is damaged during the examination period and the 
examination cannot be continued, the product will be disqualified (Article 3, 
Section 1 and Section 2);
-
Major agricultural machinery (referring to the ones that require structure and 
performance testing) will be subject to the Overall Examination and Safety 
Examination. (Article 2 of 3, Section 1);
-
For the machinery that passed Overall Examination and Safety Examination, results 
of the examination will be valid as for the service life of the machine. When the 
validity is expired, written notifications will be sent to the manufacturer in advance 
(Article 6, Section 2 and Section 4);
-
Manufactures will be able to put a certification stamp on the machinery that passed 
the exam (Article 6, Section 7);
-
The application fees for the examination can be paid in cash or through electronic 
banking. In any case that the examination is suspended and cannot be successfully 
completed, the fees will be refunded (Article 2 of 14, Section 2 and Section 3);
-
For the machinery certified that it is equipped with safety devices, the validity period 
of such certification will be the same as that of the examination defined in Article 6, 
Section 2. When the validity of the certification for instalment of safety device is 
expired, written notifications will be sent to the manufacturer in advance (Article 6 
of 
18, Section 3 and Section 5);

Manufactures will be able to put a certification stamp on the machinery that passed 
the certification for instalment of safety device (Article 18, Section 6).
