Rationale: PM2.5 (particulate matter below 2.5 micron) is a pollutant of concern in Singapore.  Ambient PM2.5 levels in 2011 are above the WHO guidelines for PM2.5. ORDEs are contributors to ambient PM2.5.  Ambient PM2.5 levels will reduce by having mandatory emission standards for ORDEs.
