	Description of content:  This executive order describes the requirements for heat cost allocators, heat suppliers and consumers in properties, where heat cost allocators are used as a basis for the distribution of heating costs.
The heat cost allocators must comply with DS/EN 834 or DS/EN 835 or fulfil equivalent requirements for safety and function. Furthermore it is required that for two-sensor meter's a specific relationship between technical specifications and the mounting point, must be met.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  The objective of the executive order is to clarify responsibilities and clarify the requirements for heat suppliers and for heat cost allocators.
Regarding the special requirements for two-sensor meters it is important to notice that there is a widespread use of low temperature heating systems in Denmark. To ensure correct measurement as basis for billing of consumers, it is therefore required that a specific relation between two-sensor meter's technical specifications and the mounting point, are met.
