	Description of content:  The new regulation would set new and tighten existing minimum efficiency requirements for electrical appliances listed above. Regarding coffee machines and tyres, no minimum efficiency requirements, but labelling requirements would be introduced.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  Studies show that the demand for electricity will continue to increase in Switzerland. The aim of the measure is to encourage energy efficiency so that the national electricity supply remains secured and environmentally sound in the long run. A regulatory impact assessment shows that the concerned appliances represent a significant part of household electricity consumption in Switzerland. Minimum efficiency requirements for the placing on the market of these products, as well as labeling requirements, aim at stabilizing the consumption of electricity.
