	Description of content:  This draft Commission Implementing Regulation amends the initial Commission Regulation on the fees and charges payable to the European Chemicals Agency pursuant to the REACH Regulation.

	7.
	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  This draft Commission Implementing Regulation is the result of an obligatory review of the Commission Fee Regulation by 1 January 2013 with a view to amending it, if appropriate, taking into account the costs of the Agency and the related costs of the services provided by the competent authorities of Member States. The draft Regulation aims to provide additional support to small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) by rebalancing the distribution of fees across various company size classes. The draft Regulation therefore provides further reductions in fees and charges for SMEs. Taking into account that fees and charges have not been adapted to inflation since 2008 and the annual inflation rate from April 2012, the standard fees and charges are increased by 7.1% in the registration area and by 6.6% in the authorisation area. The draft Regulation also aims to improve legal clarity of some concepts with the appropriate technical modifications, but no substantial amendments of the Fee Regulation.
