	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  The proposed measure is a Commission Regulation for the health claims referred to above under point 6 that have been assessed by the European Food Safety Authority (EFSA) to be scientifically substantiated. The proposed amendments take into account the scientific opinions given by the European Food Safety Authority and also other legitimate factors in order to ensure that such health claims referring to the magnitude of the claimed effect are authorised in a way that would not mislead the consumer, and that their conditions of use are set in a coherent way.
