These regulations require that all luminaires imported to Israel or manufactured, sold or distributed in Israel, should be tested by the Standards Institution of Israel or by an Approved Laboratory for compliance with the requirements for light efficiency as specified in Table 8.1 of Israel Standard SI 5288 dealing with luminaire efficacy rating. This standard adopts, with a few changes, the American National Electrical Manufacturers Association document LE 5 -2001 but expands the standard's scope to apply to all types of fixed luminaires for general purposes.
