The major differences between the old version and this new revised draft standard are as follows: 

-
Adds to the standard's scope a clarification that it does not take into account hazards caused by use of appliances by persons, including children, whose physical, sensory or mental capabilities may be imperfect or who lack of experience and knowledge;
-
Adds to paragraph 7.12.1 a new requirement to provide specific instructions for system with temperature controllable multiple water exits;
-
Adds a new paragraph 22.47 dealing with a water pressure resistance test in regular use;
-
Adds to paragraph 22.50 a new supplement clarifying that this paragraph does not apply when the shower water temperature control gets priority over the system control;
-
Adds to paragraph 22.51 a new supplement clarifying that this paragraph does not apply if the system's maximum temperature output exceeds 550C, when the shower water temperature control gets priority in setting the system's temperature.
