The proposed measure is a Commission Directive aimed at amending Directive 2006/141/EC which sets, among others, composition and labelling requirements for infant formulae and follow-on formulae. The proposed measure is based on two scientific opinions from the European Food Safety Authority (EFSA) delivered on 28 February 2012 and 5 October 2005. On the basis of these two opinions, the proposed measure aims at authorising the placing on the market of infant formulae and follow-on formulae manufactured from goats' milk proteins, as well as follow-on formulae based on hydrolysed whey protein with a protein content of 1.9 g/100 kcal, provided that the products comply with certain requirements set out in the legislation.
