	Description of content:  This draft discusses the principles of halal cosmetics and based on this provides the requirements (common and specific) that shall be complied by the halal cosmetic industry at every stage of cosmetic supply chain including, receiving, preparation, processing, storage, packaging, labelling, controlling, handling, transportation, and distribution.
This standard is applicable to all the categories of cosmetics and personal care products, mentioned in standard # UAE.GSO 1943, and to all types of organizations irrespective of their size and complexity.  This standard will be part of the scheme of Halal products.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  UAE is the one of the leading consumers of the cosmetic products of the world and majority of the consumers are Muslims who are represented by citizens, residents and tourists for whom halal is the major issue of concern. In addition to Muslims, non-Muslims also have a tendency to opt for halal products as halal products ensure not only the halalness but also the safety and quality of the products. Consequently the markets of UAE have many cosmetic and personal care products which claim to be Halal. However there is no national standard against which the halalness of these products can be checked and the interest of the consumers is safeguarded. In view of this the present standard is prepared in which the term "halal" is used as an absolute term.
