	Description of content:  The Transportation of Dangerous Goods Regulations (TDG Regulations) include requirements for the manufacture and use of means of containment for transporting dangerous goods primarily by referencing technical standards.

The objective of the proposed Regulations is to introduce a new standard for rail tank cars, replacing the standard currently incorporated by reference in the TDG Regulations. The proposed Regulations Amending the Transportation of Dangerous Goods Regulations would adopt Transport Canada Standard TP14877: Containers for Transport of Dangerous Goods by Rail - a revised standard - by reference, to replace the current CGSB43.147-2005, amended in July 2008 to update certain tank car design requirements, and certain selection and use requirements to bring them into harmonization with current U.S. regulations.

In addition, the proposed Regulations introduce new requirements for documentation relating to the procedures and processes for classification of dangerous goods and sampling methods used by the consignors and carriers of petroleum crude oil. This amendment also proposes to include a consignor's certification on the shipping document.
