This Regulation establishes the general principles, requirements and responsibilities governing food information, and in particular food labelling. The amendments foreseen with the "Amendment Regulation  on Turkish Food Codex Regulation on Labelling" are:

-
If ethyl alcohol or any alcoholic beverage, used as an ingredient or compound ingredient in the manufacture or preparation of a food, shall be given in the ingredients list and notwithstanding the amount of the alcohol, the statement "contains alcohol" shall be placed on the label. The transition period will end on 1 January 2015;
-
If the food contains any product obtained from pigs shall be indicated by the statement "contains ... obtained from pigs" on the label, notwithstanding the amount of that product. The transition period will end on 1 January 2015;
-
Tracking system for certain food categories should be implemented and Product Verification and Tracking System labels should be applied to the food categories specified by the Ministry. The transition period will end on 1 September 2014.
