Expands the standard's scope to include also cow's milk beverages and changes the standard's name accordingly;

Adds new requirements for cow's milk beverages;
-
Expands the requirement to add vitamin D to all types of cow's milk and cow's milk beverages, regardless of the product's fat content;
-
Removes a few requirements, such as: homogenization and homogenization effectiveness, cleanliness, acidity, fat free dry matter content, sealing of the product package, resistance of the product to falling impact, coliform count and preservability;
-
Adds new requirements, such as: protein content, pH level, amount of bacteria from the etrobacteriaceae group and lactose level.
The entry into force of the following paragraphs will be as follows:

Paragraph 2.6 dealing with the general manufacturing requirements will enter into 
force 2 years after publication in Israel's Official Gazette;
-
Paragraph 3.4.1 dealing with pasteurized milk and milk beverages and paragraph 
3.5.3 dealing with vitamins will enter into force 1 year after their publication.
