	Description of content: The notified draft Technical Regulation covers the following: Purpose; Scope; Definitions; Product requirements; Labelling requirements; Sampling; Conformity assessment tests; Reference documents; Conformity assessment procedure; Monitoring and inspection authority; Liability of conformity assessment bodies; and Review and Updating.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: The notified Technical Regulation establishes the technical characteristics, metrological and technical requirements, pressure loss requirements and labelling requirements for cold potable water and hot water meters, with a view to preventing practices likely to mislead users.
The Technical Regulation is applicable to water meters which can withstand maximum admissible working pressures (MAP) of at least 1 MPa (0.6 MPa for meters for use with pipes with a nominal size of at least DN 500) and a maximum admissible temperature (MAT) for cold potable water meters of 30°C and for hot water meters of up to 180°C, depending on class.

It applies to water meters based on electrical or electronic principles and to water meters based on mechanical principles incorporating electronic devices.

It applies to water meters, irrespective of technology, defined as integrating measuring instruments continuously determining the volume of water flowing through them.
It applies to domestically produced or imported water meters that are marketed in Ecuador.
