	Description of content:  This proposal concerns the simplification and better enforcement of market surveillance rules for products. Thus it will help to guarantee consumer products safety and to give honest traders a chance to compete on equal terms. As a result, the free movement of safer products in the EU internal market will be significantly improved. 


	7.
	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  Protection of human health and safety, the environment and the public interest in general.  Creating a level playing field for honest traders. 
The proposed regulation is aimed at improving product safety in the EU by strengthening market surveillance in the Member States. This will benefit consumers and will protect businesses from unfair competition. Today, divergences in market surveillance among Member States threatens the public interest and creates unfair trading conditions. Furthermore, part of the risk derives from products entering the Union from third countries. There must be effective market surveillance along the entire length of the Union's external borders. Therefore, the new enforcement rules will help national market surveillance authorities to cooperate much better to ensure a level playing field for businesses and safer products for consumers. To this end national authorities should also improve cooperation with their colleagues in other Member States, which will avoid double work as test results can be exchanged.

The proposed Regulation is aimed at the creation of a single, more collaborative system of market surveillance for almost all products, based on one legislative act.
