	Description of content:  This draft technical regulation specifies the requirements stated in the Gulf standard GSO "Frozen liver" under clauses 5 & 9 (packaging & labelling) as mandatory requirements. It specifies that the product shall be packed according to the requirements of Gulf Standard GSO 323 "General requirements for transportation and storage of chilled and frozen foods". It also specifies that the frozen liver shall be packed in bags of transparent polyethylene, impermeable to moisture, gases and vapors and that the bags inside cardboard boxes are resistant to moisture. In addition, in the case of containers of poultry liver blended with frozen hearts and guts, the interior crust of viscera must be removed.
It also describes label requirements such as:
