When tea is packed in small bags, these bags shall be made of suitable permeable materials which retain physical and chemical properties of tea and shall permit soluble solids of the tea to penetrate it.  These bags shall be packed in packages made of firm paper.
Also it describes the following requirements that shall be declared on label such as:

Country of origin.

Net weight.

Number of tea bags inside the package.

Labelling and adjoining explanatory statements shall be in Arabic and, where another language is used, it shall be alongside the Arabic. All the information provided in another language shall be identical with those written in Arabic.
